Cur6ing admissions frauc{ A new policy aimed at keeping illegal immigrants from
enrolling in Alabama two-year colleges has required extra paperwork and training for
campus admissions officials and given a slight headache to at least a few prospective
students. Students enrolled at the time the policy was enacted this Fall don't have to
show identification when registering for a new semester. The policy applies to
students enrolling to get a diploma, college credit or certain certifications. People
signing up for adult education courses, including English as a second language, are not
required to show ID. Students applying for admission must provide one of eight forms
of primary | D, such as an unexpire
secondary forms of ID, such as a Social Security card, as long as one of the IDs
includes a photograph. Students registering for online courses for credit are also
required to  provide ID. They can even mail notarized copies of their ID to the
college. Also for the first time, international students must provide a copy of an
unexpired visa as well as meet transcript requirements.
